In South Korea today, more
than 10,000 orphans may be
alive because a Chicago area
pyvangelist, by chance, heard a
man whistling & livmn on a
prowded Tokyo sireet 10 years

The Rev. Evereit F. Swanson
who was in Japan in 1951 on
a tour of missions, introduced
himself to the whistler, a mis
gionary teacher who urged him
to go to South Korea.

There, during the next 3
weeks, the Rev. Mr. Swanson
saw hundreds of beggar chil-
dren starving and freezing on
the streets.

Thoughts on Plane
“That was in the aufumn of
1051, {hie Rev. Mr. Swanson
told* CrHIcCAGD'S AMERICAN,
“ and while flying home I asked
myzelf what 1 intended to do
about it.

Seattle, 1 promized God

parents or other relalives who
have died recently.”

The Rev. Mr. Swanson re-
furned yesterday m hiz home
and office at 4848 N. Leonard
dr., Norridge, from a & week
tour of his homes.

With him he took $66,000 in
W. A. B M.—winler aid relief
money — contributions to buy
tweo winter clothing outfits for
edach of his charges.

Additional Aid

He also took another $36.000
in contributions for olher suop-
port and needs. His visit to the
orphanages last fall was called
Operation Long Underwear, the
evangelist sajd. He confinoed:

' There still are hundreds of
children  being rounded op off
the streefs by the police I in-
spected 35 orphanages which
have no foreign suppoct, and
their directors are pleading for
help.

“In these p]am there =al-
ready are 2500 volingsters,
many of themn having lived thra
bitter weather: in miserable
sharks, wearing inadaquate
clothing; and having very little
foed.

* The government can afford
[only $1.70 toward the existence
of these wictims. I have ap-
proved 10 of these 35 homes for
addition to cur 108 and will take
them in as soon as I get enough
supparters.”

South Korean Medal

The Hev. Mr. Swanson last
Wednesday was decorafted by
Eouth Korean President Fo Sun
Yun with that nation's medal
of honor for public welfare.

The Rev. Mr. Swanson was
born 47 years ago in Sycamore,
II. He ¢ame to Chicago in 1644
and from then until 1951 he was
pastor of the Ceniral Avenie
Baptist church.

Since he met the Tokyo whis.
tler, the Rev, Mr. Swanson has
traveled across this country,
Canada, and 30 foreign nations,
collecting money for * my beg-
gar kids.”

Sharon Ronne, 23: Jack, 21,
and Paul, 19. He told his inter-
viewer;
