Pastored the Immanuel Baptist Church from 1037 through 1944,

Pastored the Central Avenue Baptist Church in Illinois from 1944 through
1951,

Engaged in itinerant evangelism in America and in Asian countries from
1051 to 1052, Visited Korea during the Korean conflict.

Having established the Everett Swanson Evangelistic Association(renamed
the present “Compassion” in 1963) in October, 1952, began to support or-
phans and pioneer evangelists in Korea.

Awarded the commendatory medal from President Yun Bo Sun on October
25, 1961,

Conferred the honotrary Doclor's degree of Laws from Kunkook University
on November 20, 1963.

Awarded a cultural decoration from President Fark Chung Hee on June
16, 1964, (delivered through the Korean consulate general in New York.)
Died of cerebral cancer in Chicago at six in the morning on November
15, 1965, at his age of 51, The bereaved are Mrs. Swanson, three sons
and a daughter,
